Business exchange students may also take courses offered by
other schools (restrictions might apply) but are required to attend the majority
of their courses at the Business School.

As a rule, Bachelor/undergraduate students must take Bachelor level courses.
Course selection Only Bachelor students in their fourth year of studies may take Master level
courses from our M.Sc. program (Mannheim Master in Management).

There is no minimum/maximum required amount of credits on our end, but we
Course load recommend not taking on a course load of more than 30 ECTS (credit points)
per semester (which we consider a full semester workload).
