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| did one year exchange study in San Antonio, Texas while | was studying my
bachelor degree; this exchange study experience enhanced my international
views and helped me building up my independence. Hence, this became one
of the main reasons that | chose NCCU IMBA program instead of other MBA
programs in Taiwan; not only because NCCU is one of top universities in
Taiwan, but also NCCU is well-known for its exchange program with many top
leading universities in the world.

Choosing the school for my exchange study was not an easy task because all
the schools corporate with NCCU are top-ranked in the world. My initial idea
was that | will not study any schools which locate in USA and Canada,;
because my previous exchange study experience in USA, working
experiences in USA and Canada.
